Those officials who cannot take the closed-book examination on the specified date may take the make-up examination, provided their written request is received in the FHSAA Office at least 12 days prior to the make-up exam date.

c. Officials must score a minimum score (80) on the closed-book exam and complete a rules meeting to work play-offs (302.02)
d. Exam scores will be available online approximately 10 days after exam taken
