President called the meeting to order at 6:45pm.

Minutes from October 8th meeting were not available as Secretary was absent.  The Executive Board met, however, minutes from that meeting was not available.

The Treasurer’s report given.  Account balance as of October 21st $16,790.44.

All are to ensure the official scorebook is the home team unless you do not feel comfortable with the bookkeeper.  By rules, the referee can designate the visitor book as the official scorebook.  The official book is to remain at the table throughout the game.

Most of the coaches were concerned that some officials are “HALF COURT” referees.  Get into the action and make calls from the correct position, not at half court.
